+ Men and women compete together in team,
pairs and individual events.
+ Each match has different stages called ‘ends’.
Each player, pair or team gets six balls in each end
Individual and pairs matches have four ends.
+ Team events have six ends.
» When each ‘end' is finished, the athlete (or team)
whose ball is closest to the jack scores one point.
The athlete also receives another point for every
ball that is nearer to the jack than the opposition’s
closest ball.
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
